Why do we bless houses each year?

The month of January brings with it the Holy Day of
Epiphany or Theophany (January 6/19). And every year
on the feast we bless water in our churches, and it is
distributed to our faithful to take to their homes.

The Church teaches us that Jesus Christ is the second
Adam. In seeking baptism from John in the Jordan,
Christ not only instituted the sacrament of Baptism, but
in His being baptized, He renewed all creation. That is
to say, Christ’s baptism re-sanctified the world and all its
material items to that pristine sacredness that it had at
the time of Adam. (For scriptural references, see:
Romans 5:12-6:14 and 1 Cor. 15:20-24 and 45-48).

We, as believing Christians, realize that our homes
are miniature church communities. As such we need to
clean them from the everyday carelessness and sin that
creeps into our lives through our ever-human activities.
The small irritations and bursts of anger that erupt
because of our human nature carry us away from the
purity of our Christ-like belief and commitment. This
needs to be renewed for us in a similar fashion to
confession. Because of the need to re-commit our
material life (our home) to Christ, the priest each year
comes to bring the blessed water of Theophany to our
homes. The priest and our entire family need to gather
and pray together so that our homes and we are re-
dedicated to a new Christ-like sanctity. (Fr Elias
