Wedding Garments

In the gospel reading of Matthew (Matt. 22:1-14)
about the wedding feast, a question comes to mind.

Why should the host punish the people who took the
time to come to the feast but didn’t bother to put on
proper clothing? Kind of makes you think of people
who come to the Divine Liturgy inappropriately dressed.
Should they be commended for coming at all?

An interesting custom prevailed in the Middle East
when the gospel story was written. Before outside
influences modified certain customs, travelers in Bible
lands were given marriage garments to wear when they
attended weddings. These garments were long robes
with loose sleeves to wear over their usual clothing. The
father of the bridegroom provided these garments, which
were made of inexpensive, nicely-colored material. This
was done in case a traveler or poor man came and did
not have the proper clothing. If any guest failed to put
this garment on, the master of ceremony of the feast
could reprimand him. The man who came to the
wedding feast in the reading from Matthew was
reprimanded because he was too indifferent or lazy to
take advantage of the graciousness extended to him.
