NO ONE CAN READ our Lord’s terrible words in
Matthew 12:31-32 without asking what is blasphemy. In
this reading Jesus warns us: “Wherefore I say unto you, all
manner of sin and blasphemy against the Holy Ghost shall
not be forgiven unto men. And whosoever speaketh a word
against the Son of man, it shall be forgiven him: But
whosoever speaketh against the Holy Ghost, it shall not be
forgiven him, neither in this world, nor in the world to
come.”

What does the word blasphemy mean? It is sometimes
described as the “unpardonable sin.”

Blasphemy means the act of insulting or showing
contempt or lack of reverence for God; irreverence toward
something sacred or inviolable; revile; abuse. This applies
to irreverence toward the Holy Ghost because the Holy
Ghost is the spirit of grace, and according to Hebrews
10:28-29, it is our only way to God, Jesus Christ and
eternal life. When the Holy Ghost is reviled, insulted and
disrespected by a person, He departs never to return. (Heb.
10:26-27; Jeremiah 6:27-30.) You can read more in
Hebrews 6:4-8; 10:26-31;AND 1 John 5:8-16. (from The
