This underscores what St. James said about life: “For
what is your life. It is even a vapor that appears for a
little time and then vanishes away.” (James 4:14)

Therefore, it is important that we make the most of
our opportunities to honor God, serve others, and
proclaim Christ. Let’s ask God to “teach us to number
our days” (Psalm 90:12) so that we will spend them
wisely.
